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5776 Home Association News
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At the business meeting of the officers and directors of the 5776 Home Association held on
October 20, several items were addressed.

1. Purchase of flooring for the house owned by the association

The renter has requested that the Association purchase materials so he can install new
flooring. It is proposed that wood flooring be installed in core rooms such as the living
room, while ceramic tile or vinyl flooring will be installed in bathrooms. Possibly new
carpet will be installed in bedrooms.

2. Purchase of lights to use for meetings at the house being shared with the St Paul PAA
Inexpensive floor lamps and a desk lamp will be purchased for use during meetings.

3. Utility payment for the use of the PAA house
Get information on anticipated utility costs and propose to pay a budgeted amount each
month

4. Electrical upgrading of the PAA house
Get an estimate from a licensed electrician for work on exterior and interior wiring

5. Changing banks

Move the Association account from Key Bank to Kemba Credit union. This will decrease
costs for check writing. Also set up Certificates of Deposit; purchase a 3-month CD, a 6-
month CD, and a 12-month CD. This will make it possible to increase earnings and
flexibility to modify investments as the CD’s mature.
