____  Meals on Wheels



Council delivers a route on Saturday and Sunday each week with the task rotating amongst the participants.  Delivery requires only a couple of hours to complete and the frequency is affected by number of volunteers.  
____ Keep Christ in Christmas

This group provides marketing and sales of “Keep Christ in Christmas” car magnets and delivery of other promotions as determined by the committee.  The intent is to keep Christ at the forefront of Christmas.
____  Prayer Chain

Participate as either one who prays for the requests or assist with the collection and distribution of the prayer requests.

____  Corporate Communion Mass

Periodically we provide a mass for our families to celebrate mass along with some form of social gathering afterwards.  Assistance with this event could be lecturing, Eucharistic minister, greeters, etc.
____  Sub Sales
Four times a year subs are made and sold after masses to raise funds to cover the pledge to the building fund.  Opportunities here are for making subs, selling subs or assisting with acquiring the ingredients.
____  Santa at Mass

Dress up as Santa for Christmas masses and awe the children of the parish as they experience Santa paying his respect to the “real” reason for the season.  Thirty minutes of your time for a long lasting memory for the children.

____  Breakfasts

These are held monthly during the school year.  Roles you can play are setup, serving, cooking, tear down, etc.  Extremely flexible work arrangements for the volunteers and children are welcome to assist and gain service hours.
____  Fish Fries

Held on Friday’s during lent and similar to breakfasts in terms of roles however with the added role of servers.  Come share in the fun!
____  Measure Up

This activity is the raising of funds for the People with Disabilities program in the Westerville City Schools, funding the purchase of educational tools and equipment.  This effort has been centered on intersection and store front collection on 2 weekends near the end of April or early May.
____  Christmas Parade

Come march with your brothers to support Christmas and its true meaning.  This is usually held on the first Sunday in December and includes walking up State Street.
____  Fraternalism /Parishioners in need




Assist fellow parishioners, council members or surviving family of deceased council members with labor items that they are unable to do for themselves; cleaning yards, rides to church or doctors, small household items, etc.  This will also include staying in contact with our members so we will know when these services are required
____  Pro-Life efforts

There are several events throughout the year where you can show support for Pro-Life.  This can be anything from prayer partners, assisting pro-life support groups, raising awareness or protesting abortion clinics.

____  Social Events

Help out with the running of social activities which are targeted to include Knights and their ladies events, family events, and maybe some sports oriented events.
____  Knight of the Month/Year




Committee gathers in the recommendations from members each month and determines who should be named Knight of the Month.  Annually they will review the winners and select one to represent our council as Knight of the Year with a corresponding submission to the State organization.
____  Blood Drive




These are held in conjunction with the Red Cross with tasks including giving blood, assisting with registration or advertising, etc.
____  Public Relations


This group handles creation of the newsletter, parish bulletin articles, web site and advertising of events.  If you like to write please check the box. 

____  Tent Rental




Our council rents out a large tent for $250 for graduations, anniversaries, group events, etc.  Mark here if you can assist with the setup or tear down of the tent when you are available. 
____ Parish Picnic


This picnic is held annually in August and is funded by the parish.  Our council provides the man power to assist with setup, cooking of the food, manning the beer truck and tear down.  

____  Family of the Month/Year




Gather the recommendations from members each month and determine which family should be named Family of the Month.  Annually they will review the winners and select one to represent our council as Family of the Year with a corresponding submission to the State organization.

____  Marriage Day Celebration


New event for the parish, however there will be recognition of older married couples at each mass on Marriage Day (in Feb.) with an opportunity for cake and refreshments after mass. 
____  Easter Egg Hunt

 Held on the Saturday before Easter and brings the parents of the parish out with their families.  Candy and eggs are spread around in several areas for specific age groups.  Assistance here could be with setup, oversight of release of children or cleanup.
____  Breakfast with Santa




Proceeds go to Westerville Area Resource Ministry.  Our council runs this event and attempts to generate money for WARM, entertain the children and provide a service for some organization (last year made Christmas cards for active military).  Many different ways to assist from registration, cooking, serving, entertaining, setup, cleanup, volunteer coordination, etc.

____  Free Throw Contest

This is held annually in January and is a Supreme sponsored event.  Children are given the opportunity to test their skills against others of similar ages and if successful at St. Pauls are able to compete at the district and state levels.  Registration, judging, advertising are types of things you may be asked to do.
____  Recruiting


The creation of membership drives and assistance for members in their recruiting efforts is the focus of this group.  

____  Admission




This group assists with getting new applicants to their first degrees and welcomes them to the council by answering any questions they may have.  
____  Retention


This group is not focused on the collection of dues, rather is encouraging the involvement of new and existing members in the council activities.  Ideas may come from this group to add new or remove existing activities to provide activities the members want to be involved in.
